The Lessons
The First Lesson: Ezekiel 34:11-16, 20-24
Thus says the Lord GOD: | myself will search for my sheep,
and will seek them out. As shepherds seek out their flocks when
they are among their scattered sheep, so | will seek out my
sheep. 1 will rescue them from all the places to which they have
been scattered on a day of clouds and thick darkness. I will bring
them out from the peoples and gather them from the countries,
and will bring them into their own land; and I will feed them on
the mountains of Israel, by the watercourses, and in all the in-
habited parts of the land. I will feed them with good pasture,
and the mountain heights of Israel shall be their pasture; there
they shall lie down in good grazing land, and they shall feed on
rich pasture on the mountains of Israel. I myself will be the
shepherd of my sheep, and I will make them lie down, says the
Lord GOD. I will seek the lost, and | will bring back the strayed,
and | will bind up the injured, and I will strengthen the weak,
but the fat and the strong I will destroy. I will feed them with
justice. Therefore, thus says the Lord GOD to them: I myself
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will judge between the fat sheep and the lean sheep. Because you
pushed with flank and shoulder, and butted at all the

weak animals with your horns until you scattered them far and
wide, I will save my flock, and they shall no longer be ravaged,;
and I will judge between sheep and sheep. I will set up over
them one shepherd, my servant David, and he shall feed them:
he shall feed them and be their shepherd. And I, the LORD, will
be their God, and my servant David shall be prince among
them; I, the LORD, have spoken.

Today, many parishes within the Episcopal Church celebrate the Feast of
Christ the King, This feast day falls on the last Sunday of the liturgical year,
the Sunday before the beginning of Advent.

According to *The Oxford Dictionary of the Christian Church” (Oxford Univer-
sity Press, 2005), The Feast of Christ the King was first instituted by Pope Pius
X1 in 1925 as a “celebration of the all-embracing authority of Christ which shall
lead mankind to seek the ‘peace of Christ’ in the ‘Kingdom of Christ.™™

peoples of the carth, divided and enslaved by sin, may be freed and brought to-
gether under his most gracious rule; who lives and reigns with you and the Holy
Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

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Thanksgiving Day, November 27, is also this week — a major feast day on
the liturgical calendar. The Episcopal Church first began celebrating Thanks-
giving Day after the American Revolution. The first American Prayer Book,
in 1789, replaced the four national days of the 1662 English Book of Com-
mon Prayer with propers for Thanksgiving Day. This coincided with the first
observance of Thanksgiving Day as a national holiday by the United States
in 1789. In 1863, President Abraham Lincoln instituted the tradition of cel-
chrating Thanksgiving Day cach year on the last Thursday of November.

Almighty and gracious Father, we give you thanks for the fruits of the earth
in their season and for the labors of those who harvest them. Make us, we
pray, faithful stewards of your great bounty, for the provision of our neces-
sities and the relief of all who are in need, to the glory of thy Name; through
Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit,
one God, now and for ever.
